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The Bilingual Authorization Program (BLA) within the Education Studies Department (EDS) at the University of California San Diego, prepares Multiple and Single Subject candidates for a Bilingual Authorization in  American Sign Language (for MA-ASL candidates), Arabic, Cantonese, Japanese, Korean, Mandarin, Spanish, Filipino (Tagalog) and Vietnamese.  The UCSD Extension Program will also serve credentialed teachers who wish to add a Bilingual Authorization to an existing credential that authorizes service to English learners in California. 


Candidates develop depth and breadth of knowledge in the history and culture of language of emphasis groups through a wide range of course offerings at UCSD, including courses in the Departments of Linguistics, Literature, Anthropology, Ethnic Studies, and History.  EDS Bilingual Authorization coursework, conducted in collaboration with the American Sign Language-English Bilingual Education program, includes the history, politics and theory of bilingual education, language and culture in education, equitable educational research and practices, and bilingual instructional practices.


All candidates engage in substantive field experiences with K-12 students from language of emphasis groups through completion of student teaching or internship assignments (MS and SS candidates), or a research practicum (post-credential candidates). Candidates demonstrate competence in bilingual methodology and knowledge of the culture of emphasis through signature assignments aligned to the Bilingual Authorization Program Standards that are embedded in core coursework and field experiences.
